Only then does He 
send them: “As the Father has sent me, so I 
send you.” The mission flows from peace, not 
pressure. Pentecost reminds us that we are not 
called to mission on our own strength. The 
same Spirit given to the disciples is given to us. 
In moments when we feel locked in by fear, 
uncertainty, or doubt, Christ still enters and 
speaks peace. He still sends. He still breathes 
His Spirit into our lives.
